PanliT - 2008 Global Alumni Conference - a great
success!

The PanllT-2008 Global Alumni Conference held at [IT Madras,
Chennai during December 19-21, 2008 was a grand
succes. About 3000 alumni from around the globe participated in
the conference. The theme of the conference was 'Inspire,
Innovate, & Transform' and featured over 200 distinguished
industry leaders and panelists.

India's Prime Minister, Dr. Manmohan Singh delivered his
inaugural address over the satellite link and inspired lITans to be
transformation partners for a new India. Another eminent
speaker, Mr. Robert McDonald, COO of Proctor & Gamble said in
his interview with The Hindu, "Our purpose is to improve lives...
We still have 2.5 billion to go, those people tend to live in rural
areas and at the bottom of the economic pyramid, so innovation
is the challenge, how do we innovate forthose people."

On the day before the conference, December 18th, 2008, IIT
Madras hosted the first ever IIT Idol contest between the bands
from the seven IITs. All the participating bands had incorporated
the conference theme into their music. The contest judges were
known music director Nihal and playback singers Karthik and
Naresh lyer. The IIT Idol title went to the IIT Delhi band
Aftermath.

On day2 of the conference2, a panel session moderated by Dr.
Vijay Kumar from MIT proved to be an admirable warm-up act for
the high-power panel that followed involving CK Prahlad in
conversation with threeTata CEO's-Ravi Kant, Muthuraman and
Ramdorai.

On the last day, Mr Arjun Malhotra moderated the “Knowledge
Capture” session followed by Prof. Amartya Sen’s speech. SAC
was filled to the rafters during Prof. Amartya Sen's valedictory
address, and during the Q & A that followed. The curtain that was
raised on the 18th was finally brought down on the 21st, with
thoughts already turning lightly to Chicago in October (venue and
timing for PanlIT 2009).

Anusat has been designed to cater the basic communication
purposes. However, the main purpose behind the initiative, apart
from the obvious scientific intent, was to give the students a
"hands-on" experience in handling complex projects like the
design, development and execution of a project of this nature.
The program was initiated in 2002 and was ideated by R.
Vasagam, the former vice chancellor of Anna University.

Other universities and educational institutions are already in the
midst of developing micro satellites. These include the IIT
Mumbai, IIT Kanpur and Anna University to which the Madras

Institute of Technology is affiliated with.

Profile:

Mr. Arjun Malhotra is the Chief Executive Officer and Chairman of Headstrong’s Board of Directors. A
pioneer of the Indian IT industry, Mr. Malhotra founded TechSpan in 1998 which later merged with
Headstrong creating an end-to-end services organization. Mr. Malhotra, winner of the Silicon Valley
Entrepreneurs Award, co-founded the HCL group in 1975, taking it from a six-person “garage operation” to
one of India’s largest Information Technology corporations.

Mr. Malhotra studied at The Doon School, Dehradun, and Indian Institute of Technology (IIT), Kharagpur.
He graduated from IIT with B.Tech. (Hons.) in Electronics & Electrical communication Engineering and
received the Dr. B.C. Roy Gold Medal.

Mr. Malhotra is a Member of the Board of Governors, IIT (Kharagpur) Foundation, Member of the Board of
Governors of the Indian School of Business, Hyderabad, and Member of the Indian Public Schools Society.
He is currently Co-Chair of the Pan-IIT Alumni Association. He founded the Prof. G.S. Sanyal School of
Telecommunications at IIT Kharagpur through a personal endowment. In “recognition of his outstanding
contribution and services to the Institute”, Mr. Malhotra was declared Life Fellow of [IT Kharagpur in
February 2003.

The Jerusalem Fund of Aish HaTorah awarded him the Albert Einstein Technology Medal for 2001. The
Award salutes the high tech industry’s vanguard who “with their vision...have revolutionized the perception
of time and space, linking mankind with ever growing speed and ingenuity.”

The Institution of Engineers (India) has named Mr. Malhotra an Eminent Engineering Personality. Mr.
Malhotra is a Fellow of the Institute of Electronics & Telecommunication Engineers, India (FIETE), and a
Member of the Institute of Engineers, India (MIE). Mr. Malhotra is a Member of the Global Board of Trustees
of The Indus Entrepreneurs (TIiE), a non-profit network with over 10,000 members across 44 chapters in 9
countries.
